School vision

“Gh. I. Bratianu” school wishes to build an optimum educational climate, with the purpose of children development: their personality affirmation and the power to adapt to a society in continuous change, independent of the ethnical grouping - in majority or minority - to which they belong.
School history

“Gh. I. Bratianu” is placed on one of the seven hills of the legendary city Iasi, Tatarasi. The school roots can be found in 1864, on 7th September, into a request addressed to the authorities of the city by the citizens from Tatarasi area. Through this document, it was requested the foundation of the “Elementary girls school”. 


The first location of the school was offered for free by school teacher Aspazia Balaceanu in her own home. 

The old place of the school


In 1968, the council of Iasi offers the old cells of Nicorita Monastery (Founder Hatman Nicoara) to be transformed in rooms for study. Here developed its activities the “Nicoara Hatman Elementary girls school” till 1959.


Because the space was not adequate for the study candidates, Aspazia Balaceanu requested a change of location and the school was moved into a new place, across the Children Hospital and also took a new name: “Elementary 7 years school no. 10”. 


In 1971, the school changed again the location and became the “General school no. 10” with I to VIII classes, full time study and distance study.


From 1994, the school receives the name of the great politic and history man, Gh. I. Bratianu.


With the occasion of the monograph school publishing in 2000, many valuable historical documents were discovered in the city archives. Out of these, of great importance was a check report of inspection signed by Mihai Eminescu inspector and dated 3rd of May 1876. Mihai Eminescu became later the greatest Romanian poet – “le grand poete national de la Roumanie”, how he was presented by the “Nouveau Petit Larousse” dictionary. Mihai Eminescu left an immortal work with the greatest creation: the poem “Luceafarul”.
